Applicants must be U.S. citizens living in Washington, Montana, Idaho, Oregon, and Alaska. 

Please contact the nearest Japanese Embassy/Consulate in your area if you do not reside in our 

jurisdiction.  

 

If you possess and maintain dual citizenship with Japan and the U.S. you are not eligible to apply 

for the Japanese Government Scholarship unless you renounce your Japanese citizenship.  

 

Those who will be graduating from a university by March or September 2016 are eligible to apply.
